The conference is open to young scientists (under the age of 35), and also the leading scientists are invited may take part in the conference. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to accept and reject abstracts, and to assign them to oral and poster presentations. After the review process the authors will be informed about acceptance and presentation mode. Deadline for registration form submission is 15.05.2010, for abstracts - 31.05.2010. The registration form and abstracts (papers) should be sent not later than deadlines in electronic form and hard-copy. The abstracts should be signed by all coauthors (1 copy). If Applicant is a student (MSc, PhD), he or she should send an abstract signed by the Applicant’s Scientific Supervisor.
The Organizing Committee will inform the participants of acceptance or rejection of the abstracts by e-mail until 25.06.2010.

Then the text of theses is to be stated covering no more than 2 pages of A4 format, written from the break line, with 1.5 interval, including appropriate references. Format – Microsoft Word for Windows. Type - Times New Roman Cyr. Size – 14 points. Margins – 2.5 cm from each side.

The printed version must be signed by all co-authors. In the case of signature absence should indicate the reason. Authors submit their electronic version on a diskette 3.5” or by e-mail attached file.

File name – Latin transliteration of the first author’s surname (e.g.: kisleyko.doc or kisleyko.rtf).
The abstract should be 2 pages maximum in Russian as well as in English (including references).

The Special Committee will evaluate abstracts and select the best ones that will be published in the journal “Herald of Moscow State Forest University – the Forest Bulletin” (“Lesnoi Vestnik”). This journal was included in the leading scientific journals and publications listing of the Highest Attestation Commission of the Ministry of Education of Russian Federation.
